Web & Media

The Web & Media program supports Student Life departments with web and digital content, telling the story of a vibrant student life, promoting student activities and creating community engagement. Two students are employed by the program, creating video and photo content that is dynamic, relateable, and instantly recognizeable as the Student Engagement community. Video content creators also work on other design projects or develop small software apps that further publicize student life and engagement.

Video Content Creator

Social media, images and video storytelling help us inspire and engage students with what's happening while encouraging connection through comments and interactions. The video content creator works largely independently to conceptualize, produce, and deliver engaging and high-quality video and photo content for various platforms such as social media, websites, YouTube, or other digital channels.The content creator uses a combination of creativity, inspiration, technical skill, perseverence, and storytelling ability to captivate, create joy, and connect with students and the campus community through images.

Responsibilities:

· Follow all department and college policies and procedures.
· Provide a schedule of work hours and submit a quarterly schedule to the team supervisor.
· Meet 1:1 biweekly with team supervisor and with the full team on alternate weeks.
· Complete a series of basic photo exercises to demonstrate photographic style, sensibility and interest.
· Work with supervisor to arrange a schedule of events or projects to film.
· Generate innovative and compelling ideas for film or photo content, taking into account whether to be used as Stories, Newsfeeds, page banner images, featured videos, etc.
· Attend assigned events and film projects each week, and shoot or capture film footage and photos. 
· Utilize video and photo editing software (Adobe Premiere, Adobe Express, CapCut, Canva, Photoshop, Lightroom, etc.) to assemble raw footage, add transitions and effects, and text or graphics, to create visually appealing Reels or featured videos. Be cognizant of Student Engagement branding, think of ways to best offer the content in different platforms (i.e., Stories vs. Newsfeeds) to meet different goals, and adhere to length requirements for content on different platforms.
· Select music and audio appropriate to the content, being mindful of copyrights.
· Provide crisp, well-exposed full-frame photos that are interesting and unique and which immediately tell a story, being mindful of the need for clarity vs. available server space. Always strive for a different perspective.
· Manage video projects and communicate effectively regarding each project -- providing updates and beta builds to supervisor and other stakeholders in a timely fashion.
· Upload files and builds to a shared server as soon as photo shoots are finished.
· Ask for feedback on projects and builds, and use feedback for continuous improvement.
· Collaborate with the team -- sharing knowledge, pain points and encouragement, and helping other team members see their work more critically.
· Develop quarterly goals for new film or production techniques to master.
· Maintain awareness of student privacy and confidentiality needs and obtain consent for using people's images in film and photo. 

Qualifications and Requirements

At the time of hire, students must:
· Be in good standing with the College regarding Student Conduct.
· Have enrolled in at least seven (7) credits at Bellevue College each quarter (except summer)
· Established a GPA of 2.5 or greater.
· Be proficient in the Microsoft Office Suite (we use Outlook, Teams and Word on a daily basis)
· Be proficient in photography and can discuss lighting, composition, atmosphere, and how different compositions create emotion.
· Be proficient with video editing software (can be Adobe Premiere or other tools).

Special note:

This position is primarily Monday - Friday, during times the campus is open. Occasionally, there may be opportunities for evening or weekend events, and the schedule can be adjusted according. The student will need to be on campus for filming/interviews, etc., and some production work can be done remotely. Meetings might also take place remotely. Occasionally, there are opportunities to film outdoors events in the mountains or away from the campus. If the student does not have their own transportation, transportion in the form of carpool will be provided.
